A portrait miniature in the Compton Verney Collection and currently on display in their exhibition (co-curated by The Limner
Company) The Reflected Self: Portrait Miniatures 1540-1850 has been discovered to depict Princess Mary, later Mary I
(1516-1558). Emma Rutherford made the discovery while researching the miniature for the exhibition, and also attributes the
work to Susannah Horenbout, making it the only artwork currently attributed to the artist.
